Использование современных образовательных технологий  в разработке урока.

Применение групповых форм работы на уроках английского языка я считаю актуальным в связи с концепцией модернизации в современном образовании. Личностно-ориентированный подход в обучении пронизывает всю систему образования и требует от учащихся формирования коммуникативной компетенции, которая в свою очередь предполагает не только знать, но и уметь  применять  полученные  знания  на  практике.

Произошли большие изменения и в содержании обучения: отказ от знаниевой составляющей и переход к деятельности. 

Всё это заставило меня применять такие приёмы и технологии, которые ставят ученика в центре, создавать ситуации, которые могут возникнуть в жизни, больше использовать групповые формы работ и по мере возможности отказаться от фронтальной  работы. Стремление повысить эффективность обучения побудило меня использовать групповые формы работ с учащимися, в процессе которых происходит их самообучение и взаимообучение. На своих уроках я применяю различные формы групповых работ: это и паутинка «network», «две линии», структура «Outside-Inside circle» или лук «Onion», «fishbowl», Jigsaw («ажурная пила, машинная ножовка») и другие.
В результате применения групповых форм работы на уроках  мне удалось:

Тип урока: урок комплексного применения знаний.


Ход урока

I. Начало урока. Приветствие. Сообщение целей урока.

T:-Good morning, dear friends. Glad to see you. How are you today? Are you in a good mood? Who is absent today? What is the date today?

My students, today we have an unusual lesson. Have you forgotten that we are going to travel about Britain and speak about famous people? By the way can you imagine our life without travelling? Do you like to travel? What is travelling for you? 
P: What is travelling for me?

T: What do you see when you close your eyes?

II. Речевая зарядка.

T: I must be sure that you know some information about Britain.

P: I’d like to talk to Queen Elizabeth the II.

T: It’s a good idea and I suggest you to play. Who wants to be queen Elizabeth the II? P: May I?

The queen: Look! It’s me. I’m the queen Elizabeth the II.I have brought an album with my pictures. Look, it’s me in my childhood.

P1-I was born on the 21 of April 1926. My full name is Elizabeth-Mary-Alexander Windsor. My pet name was Lilibet.I was educated at home, taught to read, and write by my parents. I studied Latin, Geography, Economics, and Music.

I know foreign languages, spoke French well.

I was good at horse riding, dancing, swimming, took part in swimming competition.

I lived in Windsor and Buckingham Palace with my parents.

Queen-Look, it’s me as a young Lady.

P2-I made my first speech on the radio in 1940 during the war. I wanted to help the army: grew vegetables and knitted socks for soldiers 

I learned to drive. 

I married Prince Philip in 1947 and my firs son Prince Charles was born in 1948.

Queen-Look, it’s me as a Queen.

P3-I come to the throne in 1952.  I was crowned in Westminster Abbey on the 2 of June 1953. My first Christmas speech to the nation I made in 1957.

T:-Oh! My students, you have a good chance to ask some questions to the Queen.

What would you like to know?

P1:-What role do you play in the country?

P2:-Do you travel a lot?

P3:-How many children have you got?

P4:-What‘s your hobby?

P5:-How many official residences are there in Britain?

Queen:-I play an important role in the country.

-I travel a lot.  

-I’ve four children: Prince Charles, Princess Anne, Prince Andrew and Prince Edwards.

-I like reading, taking pictures, watching horse races.

-I’ve got five official residences in Britain: Buckingham Palace and Windsor among them.
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T:-As far as I know, there are a lot of famous people in Britain Have you heard anything about William Shakespeare? 
P1:- Yes, of course W.Shakespeare was born on the 23 of April 1564 in Stratford-upon-Avon .His father was a glover-maker. His mother was the daughter of a farmer. At the age of 6 he went to a grammar school in Stratford and became a good education. At the age of 16 he left school and helped his father in the family business.

T:-Now I’d like you to see a stage from his life.

Anna: Oh, no, sir. Please, don’t joke. I can’t talk to you.

W:-Don’t be shy, my angel. What’s your name?

Anna: My name is Anna, Anna Hathaway.

William: Oh! Anna. Your name is so sweet, so lovely! And I’m Will, William Shakespeare. 

Anna: Shakespeare? I’ve heard that surname. Your father is a famous glover maker, isn’t he?

William: Yes, my lady, you are right. I hope my own name will someday be as famous too. And what about your family?

Anna: My parents are only farmers.

William: But my mother is a farmer’s daughter.

Anna: I’m sorry, but I must go. My father is very puritanical. He will not like if I return home late. Goodbye!

William: Goodbye my rose, I expect to meet you again.

P1: William married Anna Hathaway in November 1582, and she came to live in Henley Street. John Shakespeare, William’s father, was pleased that his eldest son got married; but William’s mother, I think, didn’t want him to marry so young: Will was only 18. The first daughter-Susannah-was born the next year. And in 1585 the twins-Hamnet and Judith –were born.

A. In the history of Britain there were certain Kings and Queens whose names are specially remembered in the country and are well-known in the whole world. One of them was King Henry VIII (1491-1547). Most people remember him only because he had six wives. But in fact he was a very important monarch. Under him Britain became independent of the Roman Catholic Church; it got richer and more powerful. In 1534 the Parliament named Henry head of the Church of England and gave the King all the power in the country.

B.Henry's daughter, Elizabeth (1533-1603) became the Queen in 1558. She never married and is remembered as a very popular and strong queen. She is known for saying «I know I have the body of a weak and feeble1 woman, but I have the heart and stomach of a King...» During her reign England became very important in European politics, the Spanish Armada was defeated, arts and especially theatre developed, and the country became very powerful.

C. Another strong queen was Queen Victoria (1819-1901), whose monument you can sec in front of Buckingham Palace. Queen Victoria came to the throne as a young woman in 1837 and reigned until her death in 1901. She ruled for the longest period in the English history, for 64 years! Victoria married a German, Prince Albert, but he died at the age of forty-two in 1861. That was a great tragedy for Queen Victoria. During her reign Britain became a rich industrial country with a developed trade, an empire with a lot of colonies.
